The lighting protection wasbeing installed on the church.
The externalsat the front of the church were being prepared for scalping to be laid.
The intermals of the church extension were being decorated.

The external area at the rear of ‘The Link’ hasbeen cleared.

The concrete at the rear of the church interiorhasbeen poured.

The wallsat the front of the property have been mostly removed apart from those in front of the
church entrance.

The interior decoration hasprogressed.

The screed in the WC hasbeen coated ready to receive the floor covering.

The projectiscurrently 7 weeksbehind schedule.

Overcast with occasonal heavy showers

TMC request a quotation/ detailsof impact on the contract sum for retaining the existing temporary
security lighting and installing an additional on/off switch light on the side of the church at the frontin
addition to the existing on/off sde light. LC to provide.

TMC had a carpetinstaller on site to discussthe carpet optionsin the church (supplied and fitted
outside the contract). TMC have chosen a Heather Bloom colour carpet from JHSMutual with stair
nosingsof the colour NimbusInfill. CLto send colourchoicesto Building Control to ensure they meet
Part M colour contrast requirements.

TMC state that they are unlikely to install the carpet untila few weeksafterthe building hasbeen in
their possession. CLstatesthat they willneed to ensure that the health and safety aspect of thisis
adequately managed.

LC had prepared some samplesof finished forthe new stair. TMC have decided that a clear wax
finish isacceptable on the stairratherthan stain to match the existing oak panelling. They enquire
about bleaching the existing panelling but the contractor doesnot think thiswill be possible without
great difficulty.

CL statesthat instead of a door closerthe new boilerroom should have a ‘fire door keep shut’ sign.




CL statesthat the infill to the base of the door at the back of the church should match in detail the
detail on the existing skirting. An overlap willneed to be formed but thisdetail should wrap around to
marry in with the new infill skiting where the platform hasbeen removed.

CLconfirmsthat the door handlesto the front doorsshould be double sded and that the
espagnolette needsto be fitted above (at an easly reachable height) so not to clash.

LC reportsthat the paving at the front of the linkisbadly laid and uneven. CLconfirmsthat there is
nothing included in the contract forre-laying thisarea.

LC reportsthat there isa soft area of ground at the front of the church property that they suspectisa
leaking pipe. CLstatesthat if they suspect that then they should report it to ThamesWater for them
to check their pipes.

CLconfirmsthat LC should finish the edge of the platform at the back of the church so thatit can
receive a carpet finish and nosings.
